Students often worry too much about the types of questions that will be asked. They

express the worry that the questions will be something they know nothing about.

As mentioned previously, the test is meant to assess skills in English, rather than
knowledge. Thus, the questions are designed so that anyone can answer them. As long as
you have led a normal life, you already have enough knowledge to answer the questions. No
one needs to be an expert on any topic. You jﬁst need practice talking about them in a very
general way using simple observations, descriptions, opinions and explanations.

Think of these basic criteria. Can the question be asked to another applicant,and is the
question generally fair to all applicants regardless of their background, age, gender or inten- 6
tions? If the answer is no, it generally will not be used in the IELTS speaking section.
While no question can be completely fair to everyone, the questions used should be reason-

ably fair enough to give no single applicant a clear advantage over another.
