Qing Suo Gao Yi is a famous fiction collection compiled by
Liu Fu in the middle and late years of Northern Song Dynasty.
Lu Xun, Hu Shi, Zhao Jingshen and other famous scholars have
to some degree realized the importance of it , but they did not
explain that in detail , therefore there is a blank in the fiction
studies realm. In view of the phenomenon, this paper intends to
have a comprehensive and systematic study on it .

The whole paper was divided into six chapters. I discussed
the special compiling background from economical , cultural and
ideological aspects. In the second chapter, 1 have a preliminary
exploration on its form , ideology and its general features of
secular trends. In the third chapter, 1 analyse its folk belief
tendency by Buddhism, Confucianism and Daoism. In the fourth
chapter, 1 expound its ideological escaping reality from the
aspect of books forbiddance in the Northren Song Dynasty. In
the fifth chapter, 1 view the poetry and Ci poetry of it at
narrative and aesthetic angles, In the last chapter, I reassess its

various sources, far-reaching influences and academic values.
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And a brief introduction to its practical meaning.

By now, it is the first try to give a comprehensive study to
Qing Suo Gao Yi. Limited to academic attainments and time, I
have not treated of its correlative extensive study . So there must
be some mistakes and incomplete explanations, and I think they

will be improved for further study in the future .
