9-14) is the author’s restatement of what
he still believes to be the purpose of a university fourteen years later, namely,
putting his students in touch with the best civilization the human race has created.

The text is quite characteristic of a speech. The style is colloquial and fa-
miliar; the tone is humorous and mildly sarcastic.
