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Guangji Temple is one of well-known ancient Buddhism temples.
China Buddhism Association is located here. Buddhism sutra collected
in Guangji Temple is rather numerous. Only for the Dazang Jing
collected, there exist 12 versions which are important historical materi-
als in researching emergence, development and evolution of Chinese
Buddhism.
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The YongHeGong Lama Temple in Beijing is one of the larg-
est and most important Tibetan Buddhist monasteries in China.

The YongHeGong was built in 1694 during the Qing Dynasty.
Since then, YongHeGong became the center of Tibetan Buddhism
in Beijing.
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
