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Abstract

The concept of soft power, proposed by the American scholar
Joseph S. Nye, has become a new perspective of the analysis of inter-
national relations. Nye argues that the change in intemnational politics
is mainly demonstrated by “the transformation of world power” and “the
change of the nature of power” . The standard for measuring national
power, for a long time, has been the capacity of states in wars. During
the Cold War ear, the kernel of Fast — West conflicts was “hard pow-
er’ (military mechanism, nuclear deterrence, etc. ), especially the
use of military power by powers to pursue their status in the interna-
tional system. With the demise of the military confrontation of the two
superpowers, and the increasing worldwide economic interdependence,
power is no more soley reflected by military capacity and the conquer-
ing capacity, elements like culture and international regimes gaining
more rising significance. Accordingly, the attraction of the culture,
values and foreign policy of a certain state forms a new pattern of power
— soft power. Although Joseph Nye brought up the concept of soft pow-
er, he discusses the characteristics and the influence of soft power

vaguely, lacking the systematic analysis of soft power. This has made
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the study of soft power overly loose, which is unconducive to the accu-

mulation of knowlevge.

Afier its emergence, the soft power theory has catched extensive
attention, while most of them concentrating on the introduction of and
the comments on it. Furthermore, they always focus on the appeal of
culture. For instance, they emphasize the influence of American popu-
lar culture (e.g. Hollywood films and popular music) in the world and
the projection by America of the values of freedom and democracy.
These are indeed the important contents of soft power, but not all of it.
The key point of the reason why soft power is called power is that it can
make other states accept voluntarily but not compelledly the institution-
al arrangements and international order adovacated by the certian state.

It is the shoricome that still exists in soft power study that spurs
this dissertation by analyzing the demesions and levels of soft power to
systemize this theory, and meanwhile investigate into the relationship
between soft power and hard power, and how’ western and developing
states accumulate and deploy their soft power, etc. Then the counter-
measures that should be taken by China will be proposed. The analysis
of this dissertation goes in nine chapters.

The first chapter is the introduction, in which I will put forward
the research subject and the reason of choosing this topic, review the
academic progress and current status of soft power study, explain the
significance of this study, illuminate the research methodology and ana-
lytical approach, and clarify the initiatives and main contents of this
dissertation.

From Chapter Two to Chapter Four, I will use three chapters to
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examine the dimensions of soft power. Soft power, according to its re-
sources, is divided into three dimensions: institutional pewer, identity
power and cooptive power. The institutional power is states’ capability
of advocating and establishing various international institutional ar-
rangements ; the identity power is the power possessed by leading states
through other states’ recognition of its dominant status; and the coop-
tive power is the attraction of the cultural values, ideology and social
regimes of a certain state . America, as the holder of the strongest soft
power resources, is a typical example of deploying these three kinds of
soft power. The analysis of the connotation features and functions of
these three kinds of soft power will be conducive to the enhancement of
the systemization and normalization of soft power study.

Chapter Five will analyze the levels of soft power. As an impor-
tant form of power, soft power can be divided into three levels: the hu-
manity level, the domestic politic‘s level, and the international politics
level. Soft power on the humanity level derives from the “stimulation”
in psychology. The relations between “rule by force” and “benevolent
rule” on the domestic politics‘ level reflect the relations between soft
power and hard power, with the former emphasizing the implementation
of the soft policies of “benevolence” and “rule by morals” to maintain
the feudal rule. “Rule by force” and “benevolent rule”, when upgrad-
ed onto the interational politics level, become soft power and hard
power by which states deal with intemational affairs. Zheng He’s voy-
ages to the westemn oceans and the tributary system are both the promi-
nent examples of the ancient China’s deployment of soft power. The

eastern and weslem states vary greatly as to their attitudes and use of
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soft power, the roots of which lie in the huge differences between east-
em and western cultures.

Chapter Six will focus on the relationship between soft power and
hard power. As for the international society composed of nation states
which serve as the principal actors, if a certain state hopes to wield its
influence forcefully in the anarchical society, it must has both soft
power and hard power, which is the necessary premise of the effective
realization of its diplomatic goals. Given the lacking of either kind of
soft power, its influence will be stricted. In the globalization ear, hard
power is not the obsolescent discourse, because hard power is firmly
related to the survival of the state, while soft power related to the
wielding of its influence. Hard power functions by coercion, while soft
power by attraction. Hard power provides the basis of the development,
accumulation and deployment of soft power, while soft power compen-
sates the defects of hard power. In many issue fields where hard power
is invalid, soft power is playing an increasing role.

Chapter Seven digs into the accumulation, development, and de-
ployment of soft power. I will discuss how the developed states use
their soft power by cultural diplomacy and public diplomacy, and how
the developing states will mobilize its limited economic resources and
explore its cultural tradition and characteristics to expand its soft pow-
er. A

Chapter Eight focuses on Chinese soft power. According to the
three dimensions.of soft power, i.e., the institutional power, the i-
dentity power, and the cooptive power, the progress and shortcomes of

Chinese endeavors will be discussed.
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Chapter Nine serves as the conclusion. It will summarize briefly
the whole dissertation and make some comments on the future develop-
ment of soft power. Although world affairs are to a great extent domi-
nated by America, but the paradox of its using soft power is that de-
spite the attraction of its culture in the world, it projects values and
regimes of freedom and democracy worldwide in a universal gesture,
which is fiercely resisted by states which try to protect their own culture
and value system. America implements unilateral policy based on its
own interests and value preference, which does not strengthen its global
influence. Instead, it weakens the attraction of its culture and foreign
policy. The basic precondition of states’ effectively wielding their in-
fluence and reeping their diplomatic godls is that they should not only
have the ability to maintain and enhance multilateral institutions,
norms and international orders, but also have the attitudes of respecting
the multilarity of culture. The correct deployment of soft power and the
achievement of the harmonious coexistence will truly promote the real-

ization of national interests and the common development of states.
