The national weather map shows a high pres-
sure area along the eastern coastline which
brought them very pleasant, sunny weather from
New York to Florida. But showers and thunder-

storms are happening from Ohio River all the way



south to the Gulf coast leaving heavy amounts of
rain over the southern states.
