The second chapter:The present paper lays the emphasis
of the studies on the stages, morphology and causes of the
migration of the Uyghurs to the Central Asia. So far as the
nature of migration and the political, social, economic and
some other factors occurring in the course of migration are
concerned, the migration of the Uyghurs to the Central Asia
can be divided into four main stages, in which, following the
signing of the "Sino—Russian Ili Treaty, the period of 1881~
1884 in which the forced migration of the Uyghures in
Xinjiang of our country to the Central Asia by the Tsarist
Russia 1s the most important stage, which is characterized by
the relatively long duration and the greatest number of the

immigrants. Though the different stages of the migration have
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different morphology and complicated dynamics, the migrations
are colosely related with the social nature and economic
conditions of the two countries involved with the action of
migration, i.e.,the country from which the migration was made
and the country into which the immigrants moved ;meanwhile,
the migrations reflected the policies of the adjoining countries
towards China and the different sections on which the stress
was produced in our side.

The third chapter: On the problem of histoic population
of the Uyghur in the Central Asia during the period of 100
years (starting from the first census of the whole Russia in
1897),the present paper treats the historic periods as the
threads and holds through the analyses of the drawings and
charts that the regularity of the development of the population
of the Uyghurs in the Central Asia fluctuates with the changes
of the times;and the evolution of the population indices all
have their historicity and consequences and are restricted by
the peripheral environmental relations in the geographical
regions involved. Before the October Revolution (1897~1917),
the quantitative indices of the population transition for the
population of the Uyghurs in the Central Asia increased
rapidly. During the 1930s, the population of the Uyghurs in
the Central Asia dropped suddenly. During the post—war period
of fifty years, the population of the Uyghurs in the Middle
Asia exhibited the tendency of rising. During the period from

1960s to 1980s,  population explosion occurred in various



countries of the Central Asia;and the population of the
Uyghurs there made rapid increase due to the high birth rate
of the natural fertility,improvement of the material living
conditions and lowering of mortality. After the independence of
various countries in the Middle Asia,the Uyghurs in the
Central Asia served as a very small composite group locally;
their variations of the population mainly depended on the
variations of the economic situations of the countries where
they made the settlement.

The forth chapter: In the course of urbanization in the
countries of the Central Asia,compared with the other
nationalities,the  civilized degree of urbanization for the
Uyghurs is  relatively  low.Their urban  population is
comparatively few; this is mainly caused by the fact that the
economy of the Uyghurs is based on agriculture, the historic
tradition in which their productive activities and living habits
are closely related with the agricultural production, the
policies practised by the countries where they made the
steelement, especially the mandatory planned  economy
implemented by the former Soviet Union under the system of
high degree of power concentration for their mode of economic
operations to practise specialized division of labor resulting in
the actual specialized division of labor for some minority
nationalities and the limitations of their boraderization of their
geographic positions, natural conditions and natural productive

forces.
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The fifth chapter: As and element of the social
composition in the specific environment, the Uyghurs of the
Central Asia are inevitably restricted by the social relations
and cultural atmosphere of the countries where they made the
setilement;and their behavior norms and value orentation must
conform with the specific behavioral cirteria of the epoch and
social environment in  which they are located for their
development along the orbit acceptable to the society.
Therefore,  the Uyghurs have formed their solid bilingual
foundation in the social practice and the cultural exchange
with the other nationalities.  With the literary characteristics
formed by their own nationality over a long period of time
serving as the origin, they have learned and absorbed the
experience and achievement of philogoy of the other brotherly
nationalities, particularly the influence of the Russian
literature;and the central Asian Uyghur literature has been
enabled to enrich, develop, reform and innovate itself
continuously. This further demonstrates that, for any literature
to obtain the significance of the world,"origin" and "flow" are
the indispensable conditions.

The Sixth chapter: Uyghur is one of the main nationalities
speaking the language of turk in Central Asia. The majority of
the Uyghurs inhabit in Xinjiang of China, being the major
minority nationalities in China with a long history. Its history
and culture is an inalienable part of China’s history and

culture.  The Uyghurs now residing sporadically in various



countries of Central Asia are the immigrants and their
descendents who migrated to the Central Asia from Xinjiang of
our country during the past one or two centuries; and they
have maintained countless ites with the main body of the
Uyghurs in Xinjiang in history, culture, customs and so on,
bding the composite group with the unique historic
experiences.
