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These questions are political in the sense that the debate over them
will inevitably be less an exploration of abstract matters in a spirit of dis-
imterested inquiry than an academic power struggle in which the careers
and professional fortunes of many women scholars—only now entering the
academic profession in substantial numbers—will be at stake, and with
them the chances for a distinctive contribution to humanistic understand-
ing, a contribution that might be an important influence against sexism in
our society.

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All communities seek to perpetuate themselves. They
apparently do so by preserving their cultural legacy. But
when they don’t have the ability to preserve all the aspects of
their culture, they choose those aspects that they perceive as
essential. Thus, although many diverse methods come into
being to serve this purpose, they all share one common fea-
ture.
