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On moral field
Abstract

The field theory of natural science is introduced by this thesis
into ethics for the study of morality and the moral activities of
the individual. The thesis makes the first attempt to have a deep
and systematic study of moral field , on the basis of which a
moral field theory is to be established. The moral field theory is
used to disclose the inherent law of the happening and develop-
ment of the moral behaviours of the individual, which may tell
people how to make correct choices in their moral behaviours in
complicated moral situations of every kind and which may be a
new try. in ethical education and in the moral cultivation of the
individual.

The thesis holds that moral field is a kind of special object
form ,which results from the interactions of different factors that
constitute certain moral situations in their transmission and ex-
change of information, energy and substance, that have a influ-
ence on the moral choices and the moral behaviours of moral sub-
ject, and that exists in the forms of their intermediate carriers
and their locations. The moral field theory takes moral field as
its object of study, that is, it is a kind of theory and approach
that deals with the interactions of concrete moral factors and the
influence their transmissions and exchange of information, ener-
gy and substance has on the choice and change of individual
moral behaviours. The thesis proves the theoretical basis of
moral field, holding that Marxist theories of substance and rela-
tion together with the field theory of Marxist classic writers are

the essential theoretical grounds and sources of the concept of



moral field, and that such theories as Ssystem theory, informa-
tion theory, cybernetics. theory of dissipation structure, syner-
getics, catastrophic theory have served as the general foundation
of methodology, while such theories of natural science as the
field theory , the topology and the thermodynamics have also left
their marks on the so — called moral field. The above — men-
tioned theories turn out to be the theoretical grounds and founda-
tion for the establish ment of the moral field theory, which fully
illucidates the scientificity and objectivity of the existence of
moral field.

The thesis has also analyzed the structure of moral field. It
points out that the structure of moral field is actually the rela-
tively stable and interrelative forms of the constituent factors of
moral field which comes into being as a result of their interac-
tions. The structure of moral field has three features, namely its
connection with the whole, its changeability and its ability to self
—organize. And the structure may be divided into three levels,
that is, the social moral field, the situational moral field and the
psychological moral field. Moral field is subject to the principle
of self —organization, the principle of slowing, the principle of
chaos, the principle of fluctuation, and the principle of informa-
tion, which ensure the healthy development of moral field.

The thesis looks into the features, the effects and the develop-
ment of moral field as well. On a general ground, moral field has
such features as integrity, interrelation, activity, cooperation,
flunctuation, feedback. In addition, moral field also has certain
features of mathematics, physics and psychology. In terms of
the field effects of moral field, the thesis asserts that they in-

clude encouraging effect, example effect, contagion effect and



spectator effect, the existence of which is sure to cast positive or
passive influence on the moral choices and moral behaviours of
moral subject. The thesis has also made a dynamic study of
moral field, believing that moral field is in an endless process of
change and growth, and that the look into the conditions, the
motive power and the fashion of moral field’s development will
be instrumental to the disclosure law of the of the develop ment

of moral field.
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
