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Abstract

This book is the first regional report beyond the year by Zhengzhou Federation of
Social Sciences Circles and Zhengzhou Academy of Social Sciences.

This book firstly presents a panorama of Zhengzhou’s cultural development, gives
the analysis of typical cases about Zhengzhou’s cultural industry development and cultural
system reform. Cultural development of Zhengzhou is examined by comparison with
that of middle plain city group in Henan province, that of the capital cities of six
provinces in China’s middle area, and that of the whole country. It strives to reflect the
historical position of Zhengzhou’s cultural development all-sidely, and find the direction
of improving Zhengzhou’s culture in leaps and bounds.
