know-how—Know-how refers to the amount of information or skill one has
about something. It is used in a positive sense to describe someone’s strong level
of knowledge. For instance, he has a lot of know-how about this subject. The
individual in essence( 4 /i £ ) knows how to deal with, explain, etc. his subject of
expertise(# ).
