Abstract

Since 1990s, the poverty population in urban areas has been an
outstanding issue in social economic development in China. The reasons
that cause poverty in urban areas are not concerned with personal
factors, but the social factors. The latter made social deprivation or
soctal exclusion. The present urban poverty theory hasn’ t paid enough
attention to social exclusion and it also does less in system
analysis. Therefore, theoretically the book enriched the research on
urban poverty in the field of economics and practically it shows a light
on coordinating macro - economy and stabilizing the whole society and
developing a full human being.

In this book, the study on urban poverty concerns with developing
economics, welfare economics, system economics, sociology, public
management and many other subjects. Besides the general methods
adopted for study of the subjects above, the methods as document
analysis, comparison analysis, system analysis and ration analysis are
used in the book to study the issue of urban poverty.

The study mainly includes the following aspects: 1. Summary the
issue of urban poverty at home and broad; 2.

Some conclusions can be obtained through an analysis of the
focused issue with some innovations in this book: 1. Summary of this
chapter has enriched the theory implement, and has established
foundation to study the issue of urban poverty from new angle. 2. With
an overall analysis, the book points out that these researches on urban
poverty theory need further improvement as they bore abundant fruits,
thus providing theoretically sources and basis. 3. The developed and
developing countries urban anti - poverty practice has its successful
experience, it also exists some problems and lesson which should
absorb. Carrying on the horizontal comparison to it has important
reference value in understanding that our countrys urban poverty issue,
enhancing the beginning of policy option and expanding the vision of
policy option. 4. The book introduces an idea by which the urban poverty
is explained from the perspective of social exclusion. Then, the social
exclusion is defined according to system economics so as to avoid
separation of sensibility from cognition. The book clarifies that the urban
poverty before the opening reform policy mainly was caused by personal
and underdevelopment of social economy, but the urban poverty at
present is directly concerned with social element. 5. The book describes
distributions, living condition, characteristics and social impacts of
poverty colony in social exclusion. The book indicates that since 1990s
the general poverty population in urban areas in China has obviously

increased with regional distributions in mid -east and old industrial
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bases, The poverty population in urban areas constitutes with seven
sorts, the main body among them being the unemployment population
in urban areas and the floating population from rural areas to urban
areas. They aren’ t considered so poor that they have no clothes and
foods, but they really have a poor life comparing with the population of
non - poverty. Therefore, the urban poverty is issues in both economy
and politics, and should be paid much attention. 6. The urban poverty
population faces the social exclusion in social guarantee and
employment. This problem is caused by the factors like limited of social
guarantee system and the adjustment of industrial structures as well as
the transformation of system. The appearance of urban poverty reflects
the contradiction in system and social exclusion caused by obstacle in
system and it needs government to rebuild the support network. 7. Anti -
poverty in urban areas needs initially the establishment of anti - poverty
strategy and administration structure, and then needs to improve the
law systems. In the selection of anti - poverty strategy, items should be
taken into account the economical growth, co -development of regional
economy, diminishing the distance between urban and rural areas,
deepening the reform of state -run enterprises, the development of
manpower resources, reasonable adjustment of income distribution as
well as improvement of law system. As a result, the frame of anti -
poverty in urban areas is established from aim, object, emphasis and
policy guarantee. 8. With selecting of urban anti - poverty strategy
policy, the policies which can arouse social excluding in employment and
social guarantee should be eliminated. The social guarantee system
should be improved. At the same time, the social relief system should be

established, and consequently and the employment should be fulfilled in
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
