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Preface

Shaanxi History Museum, with a coverage area of
65.000 sq metres, and a construction area of 55,600 sq metres,
is the first modernized museum with perfect equipments,
including sophisticated central air-conditioning system, large
power supply systen, security check, fire proof system, and
a simultaneous translation system of six languages. It boasts
for a rich collection of 370.000 pieces of cultural relics, 762
belong to the first-class relics. As a comprehensive museum,
the collection is great of variety, such as bronzes, gold and
silvers and the mural paintings from the Tang dynasty tombs,
and pottery figures are typical. Among which, there are more
than 1000 pieces of gold and silver wares ranging from the
early Western Zhou dynasty to the late Qing dynasty. The
most important discoveries include the hoard from Hejiacun
building site in the southern suburbs of Xi’an city, Shenmu
finds of Hun minority (Xiongnu) in the northern Shaanxi
province, the finds at Beiyin village, Liulin, Yaoxian county,
and the site in No.2 Trolley Lot, Xi'an city. All these
excavations not only enjoy a high fame at home, but also
occupy a very important position in the forest of arts of the
world.

Since the opening to the public in 1991, this museum
has received more than 5 million visitors. The tour exhibitions
of selected objects have ever been held almost all over the
world, such as Nippon, South Korea, Singapore, the Untied

States, Mexico, Great Britain, France, Finland and Monaco.
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
