If you have the
game ticket with you, the bus fare will be free. Beijing transit card can be utilized at Subway, big
public transportation stations, post offices and banks. The base fare is forty cents. This card also
can be used at some hotels, supermarkets, taxis and so on. The card can be recharged at any

facilities that accept your transaction.
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
