LIN JEN-TUNG & HIS PRIZED CREATION

Lin Jen-tung, one of the founding members of the famous Chinese Arts Society and Ping Sheng Club in Hong
Kong, is a ranking classical Chinese painter among graduates of the Municipal Art Academy in Canton.

An expert in plum study for many years, Lin has become a master in sketching natural sceneries after travelling
extensively in Szechwan and other provinces in western China during war years.

In 1948, he held a one-man painting show in Taiwan and painted alive the ‘“cloud sea” of Mount Ali and
strange scenes in Taroko Gorge. At the 6th National Painting Gallery held in Taiwan two years ago, Lin won an
“oscar’” award by his famous “Cloud Around the Mountain”. His entry of a “plum flowers covered by snow” at
the 2nd National Painting & Calligraphy Show held in the National Historical Museum recently also won the artist
many praises from art critics.
