1. ’m Interested in Buying a Car

Salesman. Good morning, Can I help you?
Customer: Yes, I'm interested in buying a car.
Salesman. Have you anything in mind?
Customer: Not really.

Salesman: What prices are you thinking of?

Customer; Not more than £3,500.

Salesman: Let’s see now ... Over there be-
tween the LLancia and the Volvo is a Mini.

It’s
not very fast though, it only does 69 mi-
les per hour.

Customer: No. 1 think the Mini and thé Citro-
en are too small. 1've got three children.
Isn’t there anything bigger at that price?

Salesman. Well, there’s the Toyota over
there, to the left of the Peugeot. 1t's very
comfortable and costs £3,040. It’s cheap
to run too, and it also has a built-in ra-
dio. Or there’s the Renault at the back of

the showroom, behind the Peugeot, It
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costs a little more, L3, 240, but it 1s
cheaper to run. It does 40 miles per gal-
lon and the Toyota only does 36 miles per
gallon.

Customer; What about that Volkswagen over
there, in front of the Toyota?

Salesman: That costs a little more than
£3,500 but it’s a very reliable car. It's
more expensive to run than the others. It
does 34 miles per gallon, but it’s faster.
It’s top speed is 90 miles per hour, The
Toyota’s is 80 miles per hour and the
Renault’s is 82 miles per hour.

Customer; How much: does it cost?

Salesman: £ 3,630 and that includes a 5 year
guarantee,

Customer: And the Fiat next to the Volkswa-
gen?

Salesman: Again that’s more than £3, 500,
but it’s cheaper than the Volkswagen. It
costs £.3,550.
