Historic Culture and Tourist Resources

Henan is an inland province of China and has made enormous contri-
butions to the development and civilization of the Chinese nation. Since
ancient times, it has- been well — known for its long history, splendid cul-
ture, gorgeous mountains and pretty waters, and kind — hearted and loving
people. In modem times, its special strategic position, outstanding natural
environments, abundant natural resources, convenient infrastructure of
transportation, and its vast market have turned it into an important
province.

Henan Province is located in the Central East of China and in the
middle and lower reaches of the Yellow River. Since most of its area lies to
the south of the river, it is therefore called Henan (meaning South of the
River) ; its short name is Yu because it is where the ancient Yu State was
located; it is also called “Zhongyuan” (meaning the Central Plain) and
“Zhongzhou” (meaning the Central State) . Henan connects with Shandong
and Anhui Provinces in the east, borders Hebei and Shanxi Provinces in
the north, conjoins with Shaanxi Province inlthe west, and has Hubei
Province as its southem neighbor. History has witnessed it repeatedly
chmbmg to many peaks of prosperity, remaining the country’s political, e-
conomic, and cultural center over a prolonged period of time, and making
important contributions to the development and civilization of the Chinese
nation. v

Henan Province has an area of 167,000 square kilometers and a pop-
ulaton of 92.56 million with 51 nationalities including Han, Hui, Mongo-
lian, Manchu, Tujia, Miao, Uygur, Korean, Tibetan and Bai. The
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province now has 17 cities under the jurisdiction of the provincial govern-
ment, 21 county — level cities, and 89 counties, with the city of Zhenzhou
as its capital.

Henan Province has always been praised as “a Portrait of China’s
Historic Culture” and “a Living Chinese History Museum” . Historic re-
mains and relics of 7,000 year old Peiligang Culture, 6,000 years old
Yangshao Culture, 5,000 years old Dahecun Culture spread all over the
province. The period from the Xia Dynasty to the Qing Dynasty was more
than 4,000 years, for 3,000 years of which Henan remained China’s po-
litical, economic and cultural center. Over 20 dynasties with over 200 em-
perors set up or moved the capital here. Among China’s 7 ancient capi-
tals, 3 are in Henan, namely, Luoyang ,Kaifeng and Anyang. The num-
ber of underground cultural treasures ranks first in China, that of the above
ground second. The number of cultural treasures in Henan covers one
eighth of the total number in China. Besides Longmen Grottoes in Lu-
oyang, Henan has 54 cultural treasure protection units which can be called
“National Treasure.”

Buddhist temples in the Northen Wei Dynasty, grottoes in the Sui and
Tang dynasties, city of the Northern Song Dynasty, countless temples in
the Ming and Qing dynasties, Longmen Grottoes, one of the three grotto
treasures in China, Shaolin Temple in Dengfeng, the first temple in China
, the Song Dyansty style street in Kaifeng, the most prosperous city in the
world during the Song Dynasty, Yin Ruins in Anyang, the birthplace of or-
acle — bones inscriptions and former residence of Yellow Emperor in
Xinzheng, a holy place of overseas Chinese 1o seek roots and pay iribute to
ancestors are only some representatives. Shaolin Temple is also the birth-
lace of famous Shaolin Kungfu, Chenjiagou in Wenxian is the birthplace of
Chen Style Taijiquan. The Yellow River, the mother river of the Chinese
nation, and Songshan Mountain, one of the 5 holy mountains in China,

are representatives of Henan’ s natural landscapes. Most of the above —
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mentioned attractions of great historic and scenic significance and value are
scattered along the Yellow River Tour line linking up Zhengzhou, Lu-
oyang, Kaifeng and Sanmenxia. Construction of the project that links the
three cities in a line (the 3 — city and 1 - line project) has been initially
completed. This tour line will become well — known both at home and
abroad .
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Henan Is an Important Birthplace
of Surnames

Henan is an important place where Chinese surnames originated.
There is an old saying that goes: “Most of Roots of Chinese People Are in
Henan” . Since ancient times, more than 10,000 Chinese sumames have
been used, among which 1,500 originated from Henan. Out of the 100
biggest sumames, 73 originated from Henan. The 4 biggest surmames of
Chen, Lin, Huang and Zheng abroad all originated from Henan. Henan
was the birthplaces of most of “the Hakkas”, “People from South Fujian”,
“People from Heluo” at home and abroad.

w Zhengzhou is the capital city of Henan Province, an important in land:

open city and a historic and cultural city, and a rising modemized com-
mercial city in China. It has 5 cities, 1 county and 6 districts under its ju-
risdiction, with an area of 7,446.2 square kilometers, a population of 6.
21million including an urban area of 1,010 square kilometers and an urban
population of 2. 591 million.

Zhengzhou’s civilization of over 8,000 years were recorded in the
Ancient Residence of Yellow Emperor Xuanyuan,”the ancestor of the Chi-
nese nation; in such historical places as the spots of ruined Peiligang Cul-
ture and Dahecun Culture and the ruined capita]s of the Xia and Shang Dy-
nasties. The historical and cultural tourism spots along the Yellow River
like the Yellow River Scenic Park and the ruins of Dahecun Culture has
made Zhengzhou extremely attractive, so has the Songshan Mountain
Scenic Zone with Shaolin Temple and Songshan Mountain State Forest Park
as the main attractions. \ ;
