In the long
run that’s what education really ought to be about. And I think it can be. That’s
the way it should be. Oscar Wilde had it right when he said that we ought to give
our ability to our work but our genius to our lives. Let’s hope our educators an-
swer the students’ cries for career education, but at the same time, let’s ensure

that the students are prepared for the day when they realize their _féi;l'y. There’s a

lot more to life than a job.
