Abstract

Currently China is being in the transformation condition changing
from the traditional planned economy system to the socialism market
economy system, in order to adapt to the establishment of the social-
ism market economy system, the state-owned economy does the strate-
gic adjustments, breaks the monopoly, and carries out the reform of
diversified property right continuously. Moreover the monopoly and
competition of China banking has become the ineluctable problems of
market economy. The market structure then reflects the relation of mo-
nopoly and competition among the business enterprise within the same
industry, thus it is of great significant theoretical values and realistic
meanings to study the market structure of industrial organization of
China banking,

The oligarch monopoly structure of the state-owned bank is not
formed basing on the market foundation, but is the resuit of system,
and the result of the planned economy. The oligarch monopoly banks
fails to play the positive effect that the oligarch monopoly does in the
industrial organization of banking, the banking also does not form the
workable competitive market structure, in which the oligarch and the
small & medium banks exist at the same time. Therefore, we should

set up a workable competitive market structure in which the oligarch
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and the small & medium banks can exist at the same time, in order to
exert the function of industrial organization of China banking to the
healthy development of the national economy, through the point of
view of industrial organization, persisting in basing on the native situ-
ation of our country, drawing lessons from the beneficial experience of
market structure of national bank industrial organization of the western
market economy actively, and paying attention on raising the whole
competition ability of China banking. This is the important topic that
the reform of the market structure industrial organization of China
banking must lay a strong emphasis to solve. Textual research bases on
constructing the market structure of the workable competition to
spread. The whole paper includes the following six chapters.

Chapter 1. Introductions. The concerns and researches of the mar-
ket structure is one of the important contents of the western econom-
ics. This article refers to the connetation and the related categories of
the market structure first, and reviews the connotation and the basic
types of the market structure of the Industrial Organization of Bank-
ing. Then it clarifies the reasons of choosing this topic, the main re-
search methods, and the frame system of the whole article and the in-
novation of the full text.

Chapter 2. The overview of the research on the market structure
theories. It takes the development history of setting up the workable
competitive market structure as the venation, looks back the theories
of the different theories schools researching market structure, and
. evaluates by using the related theories of the Marxist economics. The
research of market structure by the classic economics, which embod-
ied in exploring the competitive mechanism of the market economy,

was sprouted in the thought of Adam Smith who was the classic econo-
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mist at the earliest stage. The competitive mechanism is regarded as the
biggest motivation causing the economy improvement under the market
economy condition, and competitive vitality, as a belief, becoming
the precondition of existence and development of market economy. As a
result, the matter of it is to form a perfectly competitive market struc-
ture in order to promote the workable competition. When Adam Smith
emphasized the perfect competition, he also put forward the problem
of perfect monopoly from the reverse side. The market structure theo-
ries within modern western economics were came into being in the in-
terim during which the perfect competition capitalism is converted into
the monopolistic capitalism. Marshall, who belonged to a new classical
economic school, further developed the standpoint of the perfect com-
petition of Smith, which became more systemic perfect competition
theories of the market structure. Marshall’s self-contradict theory con-
cerning the scale economy and the competition vitality, founded the
modern market structure theories research first. Chamberlin basing on
the strong and weak of the monopolistic factors, subdivided the market
structure from perfect monopoly to the exclusive monopoly and to vari-
ous appearances, broke the manufacturer competition, broke the
frame of monopoly, and established the foundation for the market
structure analysis of the modern industrial organization theories. The
workable competition concept of Clark partly solved the difficulties put-
ted forward by “Marshall’s conflict”, and provided the right thinking
way of the later market structure theories research. Mason of Harvard
School referred to the thought of using the market structure, the mar-
ket behavior and the market performance to analyze the workability of
the industrial ( market) competition for the very first time. Bein is the

father of more completive market structure theories system which was

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based on the predominate model of monopolistic competition, taking
the market structure as the center clues, and taking the type of SCP as
the studying frame. Furthermore, he also set up the frame of SCP of the
modemn industrial organization theories system, named the * Struc-
ture—Conduct-Performance” Paradigm. Bein paid much attention to the
important factors (including the market concentration ratio, product
differentiation, barriers to entry, and the scale economy... etc. ) of
the market structure and their influence on the market behavior and the
market performance, in which he carried on the system research, and
got important conclusions. Since 1970s, the Harvard school has adopt-
ed the latest research result of the information economics and the Game
theory, which makes the one-way static state model of SCP reflecting
the actuality more shaper and perfectly at changing into the double dy-
namic state model. In the theory war of Harvard school, people put
forward to the basic thought and policies concerning the market struc-
ture theories, and formed the market structure theories of Chicago
school, which deepened and opened widely the research areas and
contents of modern market structure theories on certain degree. The
banking was brought into the industrial organization histology in
1960s, and from 1990s, the analytical frame of the banking was set
up on the base of bank microeconomic theories. From now on, the mi-
croeconomic theories of bank adopted the research method of the in-
dustrial organization that is to make the demonstration analysis of the
singular industry and theories of industrial organization closely togeth-
er. From the view of practice, since the international banking released
the control in 1990s, the competition and the strategic behaviors of
the banking has become the advanced research topic.
