Enjoying Xinjiang by touring Hami

Hami is Xinjiang in a nutshell.

Located at the eastern gateway to Xinjiang, Hami is divided by Hami basin and Balikun basin,
and surrounded by great mountains, with the majestic Tianshan Mountains cutting across Hami, mak—
ing its northern territory covered by snowy mountains and grassland, and southern part an arid desert.
All the scenery unique to Xinjiang is combined here in its open goby desert,. grassland, woodland,
wetland, forest, lake, mountain streams, yardang, and snowy mountains.

Since the Han Empire defeated the Xiongnu at the Balikun lake and officially posted high com—
missioners in the Western Regions, all the later dynasties had succeeded Han in continuing to set up
military outposts in Hami, exercising the central government’s control here. Other historical events
are that the ancestors of Uygar settled first in Hami, and the first preacher of Islam was also buried
here. Historically Hami had always been a stage on which different ethnic nationalities and their cul-
tures collided and converged, giving birth to various cultural relics and legends.

In Hami, the Uygar people today largely preserve the Turkish Huihu customs and traditions
handed down from their ancestors. The Han people settled there are spreading Han culture in Xin—
jiang. And the Kazak people in Hami play an important role in developing grassland culture. Differ—
ent nationalities like Hui, Mongolian, Loulan Luobu all contributed in making Hami a rich cultural

melting pot.

This book, in short, is Hami condensed, a feast to satisfy your heart and soul.
