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1. An Argument About the Sun

1) Both the children are wrong. The sun gives out almost the same amount of heat at
any time of the day. We feel sometimes it is hotter, and sometimes it is cooler
only because the angle between the sunlight and the surface of the earth varies
constantly.

That the sun seems bigger at daybreak is an optical illusion. When it appears on
the horizon, only a small part of the sky is bright enough to be seen against it.
This makes the sun seem bigger. But when it’ s high up in the sky, it seems
smaller with the huge bright sky against it.

That it is cooler in the morning than at midday is not because of the change of the
distance between the sun and the earth, but because of the change of the angle
between the sunlight and the surface of the earth. We don’t feel very hot in the
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
