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Abstract

In recent years, the marketization of urban public utilities has
become an important trend in the development of urban public utilities in
our country. The reform of urban public utilities marketization has
brought about urban advance, but at the same time, because of the
market’s limitation and the deficiency in government’s managing and
serving, there are several bad phenomena, such as twistification, excess
and deviation of marketization, in the process of market-oriented reform,
which hinders the development of public utilities. It is necessary to
diversify the supplier of public goods and services, public goods and
services can be offered with the aid of private-owned enterprise,
moreover, the cooperation of government, other public sectors and
private-owned enterprise is also an important form to provide public
goods and services. The provided channel of public utilities and services
should be choosed appropriately, what’s more, the provided responsibility
are multi-level. It shares pubic speciality, no matter who offers public
utilities and services, governments will undertake final responsibility for

the effectiveness and quality that it offers. In quite long period after the
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foundation of the state, depending on particular historical background, it
had formed the mechanism that government bore public utility
responsibility solely. Although certain achievement has been made, the
monopoly of government also makes the development of public utilities
fall into difficult position finally. Since reform and opening-up to the
outside world, with the rapidly development of marketization and
urbanization, the original supply mechanism of public utilities seem to be
more awkward. Meanwhile, the conditions for taking the road to
pluralistic market-oriented development in public utilities have been
provided by social economic development. Under the pushing of the
government, the marketization of urban public utilities has been arisen
and developed, which inject motive force and vigor into urban public
utilities of our country. However, in this process, the phenomenon that
government can’t fulfill its responsibility has appeared which have initiated
a series of problems to urban public utilities development. In the process
of urban public utilities marketization, it is necessary to construct the
responsibility of government. The government should undertake the
responsibility of public management fully, pushing the reform of the rights
of property in scientific manner, making clear oriented value of public
interests in the marketization of urban public utilities, constructing the
scientific decision-making mechanism of marketization operation of urban
public utilities, rebuilding the management systems of urban public
utilities. The government bears fully responsibility of public management,
which can offer effective institutional guarantee for urban public utilities’
sustainable development. In the end, the paper analyses the responsibility
of governments in the reform of urban public utilities marketization based

on the case of public traffic in Nanning city in demonstration.
