SCHOOLS IN THE UNITED STATES

The yvounz people of the United States are foriunate because in
nearly all parts of the country there are very fine public schools.
To attend these schools, they do not have to pay tuition. These
schools are supported and maintained by funds received from taxes
which their parents pay in the distrvict in which they live. In most
states, the governmant of that state gives monzy to the school dis-
tricts to help them maintain a high level of education.

Ineach city, small town, or school district, the organization which
governs the schools of that rezion is called the Board of Education.
The members of this board are elected by the people of the district.
The man or woman who is hired by the Bosrd of Education to
direct the activities of the schools within the district is called the
Superintendent of Schools. The Superintendent carries out the
general policies of the Board of Education ond has someone in each
school in the district help with the adminisiration of the school
itself. This man or woman is the Principal of the school. The duties
of the Principal are to supervise the course of study, to arrange the
hours of the classes, to keep records, to direct the activities of the
teachers, and in general to be responsible for the success of that
particular school.
