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Preface

Seals have a long history in China and were widely used early in the Spring
and Autumn and the Warring States periods with sufficient evidence of
lutes found in archaeological activities. In most of cases the ancient seals
were regarded as tokens. In Qin and Han dynasties, seals were used
mainly as official seals with vigorous, firm and bold carving skill, which
was emulated by later generations. Seals were gradually developed into a
unique art along with the use of paper and silk prevailing after Wei and Jin
dynasties, especially in company with the art of calligraphy and drawing
thriving in Song and Yuan dynasties. It became common practice in Ming

and Qing dynasties and has been handed down to this very day.

At the coming of the 100" Anniversary of Fudan University, the Seals
Collection for All Presidents of the Centennial Fudan University is
published, by means of the art that agglomerates the wisdom of Chinese

nation.

At December 2004, a special Charitable Auction of Alumni’ Art Treasures
for the Centenary Celebration of Fudan University was held in Shanghai
Exhibition Center, which was launched by Mr. Fang Jinggang, Director of
the Centenary Celebration Office of Fudan University; Mr. Zhou Hu,
Executive Associate Editor of Shanghai Financing Newsweek; Mr. Xu
Demin at Shanghai Jiaodu Abstract Paintings Gallery; Mr. Guo Weimin,

work and outstanding skills.

The Rehabilitated Model of Original Gate of Fudan University

Fudan University was established in 1905, initially named Fudan Public School. Its name

“Fudan” was given by the distinguished educator and its founder Ma Xiangbo, from the

Confucian Classics “tinerant as the twilight, sun glows and moon luminesces.” . In
1917 its name was changed to Private Fudan University and enrolled more students in
Arts, Science and Business departments, as well as the preparatory and middle-school
department. After the Anti—Japanese War broke out in 1937, Fudan was forced to move
to Beipei, Chongqging and turned to “state university” in 1941, until back to Shanghai in
1946. With the college adjustment in the whole country in 1952, Fudan became the
national famous university directly controlled under the State Education Department.
Since then Fudan rapidly ascended to a comprehensive university with Liberal Arts,
Sociology, Science, Technique and Management Science. In 2000, Fudan has embarked
on another expansion with combination of Shanghai Medicine University on Apr.

27, 2000. With more comprehensive disciplines and synthetic abilities, the new Fudan is

now a world—class university.
