Abstract

Thanks to the open-up policy and fast economic growth in the past 30 years,
China’s agricultural sector has entered a new development stage, in which the
supply and demand pattern of farm produce witnessed a historic change, shifting
from long term shortage to a basic balance with some surplus in good harvest
years. However, this change is also followed by a variety of problems, including
the low overall quality of farm produce, irrational product mix, the duplicated re-
gional structure, the incomplete links in the industry and wasters of resources. As
a result, the economic efficiency of the agricultural sector is low with weak com-
petitiveness and sluggish growth in rural income. To address these problems, we
should gradually break away from the traditional development pattern to a new
one, which bases the projection of agricultural development on industrialization. It
is required to, in line with the demand of modern agricultural and industrial de-
velopment, promote the development of regional clustering of the agricultural in-
dustry in compliance with the evolution of agricultural regionalization on the basis
of market mechanism. It is a must choice to enhance the efficiency and competi-
tiveness of agricultural sector and an effective means to improve rural income and
the regional economic development, which should be an inherent composition of
the concepts of industrialization and urbanization.

Based on a careful study of the examination and practice of the academic cir-
cle home and abroad in the field of economic development stage, regional eco-
nomic development and industrial development, this text has given a theoretical
examination of the possibilities to promote the evolution of agricultural regionaliza-
tion and development of regional clustering and laid a theoretical foundation for
the further study in this field. On this basis, it has put forward the concept and

the basic implication of agricultural regional cluster as well as the significance of
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the study, which has enriched its meaning and demand for development.

The industrial cluster is originated from the practice in industrial develop-
ment. The author has made a comprehensive study of the main evolution of the in-
dustrial clustering home and abroad as well as the effects and measures adopted,
thus gaining valuable inspiration. This text, based on the analysis of comparative
advantages and cost differential, has made a summary on the development of agri-
cultural industrial clustering of foreign countries with the focus on analyzing the e-
volution trend of the agricultural regionalization in China. To conclude, it is a
fundamental demand of the modern agricultural development to promote the in-
dustrial cluster development in agricultural sector in line with the law of market e-
conomy. Meanwhile, it is also an effective means to build up the agricultural in-
dustry. The practice in countries with well-developed agricultural sector indicates
that it is viable to promote the development of agricultural regional cluster in Chi-
na, a big country in agriculture, which has been equipped with appropriate con-
ditions.

The text has proposed a relatively complete theoretical system for the devel-
opment of agricultural regional cluster with thé focus on its shaping mechanism,
including the basic concepts, factors of influence, shaping mechanism, develop-
ment trend and pattern. In addition, it also put forward the indices and models for
making assessment on the agriculture regional cluster as well as the evaluation
standards and methods for competitiveness. All these are the new contribution to
the theory on agricultural regional cluster.

On the basis of theoretical study, the author has raised the master train of
thought and the main target for developing the agriculture regional cluster in Chi-
na, mainly including the selection and zoning of the leading industry and the
main producing areas, the thinking on the regional cluster development of related
industry, its targets and priorities as well as the ways and conditions for its sound
development. This text has made a case study on a regional cotton cluster with a
certain foundation for development, long industry links and huge potentials and
also made exposition and analysis on the development effect of the cotton cluster

in Sheyang County.



The author has also proposed policy suggestions and some well-targeted
measures to promote our agricultural regional cluster development from the per-
spective of enhancing industrial development and regional clustering, including
the proper exploration and utilization of resources in the region, scientific sup-
port, development of processing industry, produce distribution and trade as well
as the policy suggestions to promote the long term development.

The main innovation in this text are: First, on the basis of the industrial
cluster development, the theory and methodology for industrial regional clustering
has been used to address the realistic issues in the agricultural industrial develop-
ment. This is a new perspective for study in this area; Second, the author, based
on the analysis of comparative advantages and cost differential, has made an ex-
amination on the evolutional trend for the agricultural regionalization from both
macro and micro perspectives. This method could avoid errors in determination;
Third, the text has made a comprehensive analysis on the formation process of the
development of agricultural regional cluster and proposed a relatively complete
theoretical system , including the basic concepts, factors of influence, the devel-
opment trend, development mold, preconditions as well as ways and channels for
development. It has also raised the assessment indices system and established the
model for assessment, which has complemented and enriched the theory in this
field; Fourth, the text has also put forward the master train of thought, the main
targets, development channels, main measures as well as policy recommendations
for developing the agricultural regional cluster in China, which could provide

sound guidance for the realistic work.
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
