To write any kind of composition seems to most
people, and doubtless iss & much more difficult thing
than to converse.

with a pen instead of with the voice.
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The purpose of those two kinds of }anguagé is the
same, namely, to make others see a subject as the
writer sees it; and it ought to be natural and charac-

_teristic both in expressing the idea in speaking as well
\

as in. writing. ‘ S

Why the writing is more difficult than the oral
expression. It is because in composing we have to
be more careful and painstaking. We  cannot be so off-
hand about the words we use and the manner in which
we put them together; we must take thought for choice
and arrahgement, because what we write is intended
for a permanent expression of our thought, and we
have no opportunity afterward to explain or correct our
blunders. , 3 -

are certain principles in writing. The former of them

- is called the grammatical construction and the latter is

the art of writing composition. To learn them -both is
the chief #mportance in studying the Eriglish language.
