“Shang” Brand books and the most advanced printer at that time in Commercial
Press , which was run by Zhang Jiyuan, the devoted participant in the early World
Expo and the most influential person in publishing industry as well.
Also like a creative textbook, it outlines the rich history of enterprise's creative design
and trade mark development in modern China. A lot of prizing winning products
in early World Expo are with unique Chinese characteristics. For instance, the fancy
