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Abstract

The dissertation is made up of two parts. Part one interprets the
“spirit” of Zhuangzi. In the dissertation, the Zhuangzi’s “spirit” is
dedicated to the expression of the inner spirit instead of physical verisi-
militude, and also the purity and simplicity which represented the real-
ity and vigor of life. Therefore, it does not mean a God, and establishes
the meaning on the human’s spirit existence. On person caring for life,
rhuangzi emphasized on the practice to “Forgetting” and “Quter” in
order to return “Tao” to be harmony with “Heaven” . To enhance the
person spiritual transformation, in accordance to one with all things and
to coexist with Heaven and Earth, wandering galloping in the world,
that is one’s own experience on Perfect Beauty and Perfect Happiness so
that he extends the individual spiritual space. Above all, zhuangzi fig-
ures the Holy man who can wander from the heaven to earth, and get
success naturally and be integrity and genuine with romantic and magic
imagination. The holy man is his figures in the ideology. Zhuangzi’s spirit
is absolute spiritual emancipation and peace of human beings and to
transcend and transform the mundane which represents his perception
and understanding for life. He ignites the poetic and philosophical spirit
light of Chinese traditional culture.

In the second part, discussed about the “spirit” of history in Chi-
nese poetics in which rendered the internal conjunctions with Zhuangzi’s
“spirit” . I illustrated this problem as the followings; firstly, on creativ-

ity, zhuangzi interpreted “spirit goes along with natural makeup” in
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the secret of caring life, comparatively with Liuxie illustrated  spirit
and principle” in the Literature Mind and the Carving of Dragons which
both reveal the experience on the virtue of the Haven and the
Earth. Secondly, on the creative method, the meaning of “ Spiritual
Encounter” and. “Spiritual Given” mentioned in Zhuangzi is familiar
with the meaning “Spiritual Enlightenment” which both emphasized on
the feature which are “forgetting to harmonied with the heaven” and
“transformation and gained by oneself” . That can distinguished from the
rational cognitions. That is the only quomodo back to noumenon from
phenomenon, also the basic quomodo for contraposing an artistic iconic
and the original creative quomodo of classical art. It has been developed
by Jikang, Luji, Sunchuo and etc. During Wei period and Jin period,
got the theoretic rudimentary position on picture theory, poetics, and
literary theory of Song period and Tang period, then amplied and ma-
tured by Sikongtu and Yanyu . Thirdly, in the aesthetic and connation of
writings, “Spirit and Grace” and “divine grade” symbolizes the ex-
tremely exﬁen’ences of Chinese art and upmost requirement. Regarding as
the main characters, one is amalgamation, the other is nature, the last
is exceed. From the view of “Xu He”, Chinese classical literary theory
and the theory on drawing have the same root and refer to the “Xu”,
the musical theory and the theory on how to write have the same root and
refer to the “He” . By the influence of Zhuangzi, the divine grade of
artistic theory came into being since Han period and Wei period. It ma-
tured completely by Sikongtu in the late Tang period, even reached the
top of art. But the “divine grade” theory was just a beginning in Tang
period, developed in North Song period, and well developed in Ming
period to Qing period. “Divine grade” and “Yi Pin” is actually the
extend of divine grade which become the aesthetic aim, just like the

“Qi Xiang” theory of Yanyu, the “Spirit and Grace” theory of Wang-
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shizhen and the “Withouting” theory of Wangguowei, can be only un-
derstood as the divine grade of a deeply grade and naturally unification in
stead of been localized to harmonious and unanimous.
