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Abstract

Recently, more than a decade, the study on Marxism abroad has become active in-
creasingly. Compared with previous years, in 2008 the study Marxist abroad has the fol-
lowing significant features;

Firstly, activities which are related with the Marxism are colorful. In 2008, people
all over the world holding dozens of symposium on Marxism, publishing and issuing count-
less Marxist-related books and papers. Marxism-related activities are colorful.

Secondly, the “Outline” has become the new hot spot of text study of the Marxism.
Studies of documents and text interpretation which are about manuscripts or works of Marx
has always been the hot spots of the study on Marxism abroad. The year 2008, is 150 an-
niversaries that Marx have written the “ Qutline”. Foreign scholars research the creation
history and the acceptance history of the “ Outline” , and the different explanation ver-
sions; analyze the relationship between the “Qutline” and the “ Das Kapital” , and their
historical status; study the significance of the “Ouiline” to of critical Geography.

Thirdly, the study on Marxist political economy continued to heat up. Foreign schol-
ars not only study Marxist political economy, but also do the academic analysis of Marxism
which is about current world economy. Certainly, to emphasize the dimension of the
economy of Marxism, it does not mean that give up other dimensions of Marxism.
Research in political economy is warming up; at the same time foreign scholars also stud-
ied the philosophical dialectics of Marxism, historical materialism and its contemporary
values.

Fourthly, the vision of the study on Marxist theory is even broader. Foreign scholars’
vision is not confined to basic theory of Marxism and contemporary value, but to enter into
Austria Marxism, Western Marxism and other fields. In 2008, they not only focus on the

ideological issues; but also involve the “revival of Spinoza” and the study on Althusser,
“Ethics turn” of the Critical Theory, “religious turn” of critical the left-wing thinking
and so on.

Fifthly, the Marxist feminist research has yet to be revived. Worldwide, there are
different types of feminist research; but today operating the role of paradigm and direction
is that “post-modernism, post-structuralism, and post-colonial discourse. ” Marxist femi-
nist research has yet to be revived. In recent years, feminist scholars not only analyzed

the pattern of gender thinking, gender relations and gender ideology, but also studied the

housework and the rebellion to patriarchal gender and race, class relations, and self-
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evaluation on feminist studies. )

Sixthly, there are massive “68-Movement” celebrations. 2008 is the 40th anniver-
sary of “68-Movement”. Foreign scholars carry out massive celebrations, or organized
academic conferences or published papers, books; or film shooting. Scholars not only
have reflective recall to the causes and the process of the “68-Movement” , but also make
different judgments to the historical role of the “68-Movement”.

Seventhly, being concerned about social reality from multi-dimensions. Emphasized
the actuality of the study on Marxist theory, and strengthen the study on the social reality,
which is one of important features of the Marxist study abroad in recent years. 2008, in
the face of global financial crisis, foreign scholars further criticize financial capitalism by
the reflection on the financial crisis and promote the capitalistic concept in the 21st centu-
ry; reflect on the Soviet model of socialist road and on the practice of socialism in Latin
America; and to explore between the German left-wing and ethnologic relationship, as

well as issues of Germany’s special path and so on.
