Abstract

Along with the globalization, human being are facing the crisis of cultural assim-
lation and loss of regional identity while sharing the global culture and technological
products. In China, the assimilation and the loss of identity are more serious because of
high-speed urbanization, enormous construction and introduction of foreign cultures
since the reform. Hence, the sustainability of traditional culture of local architecture in
the context of globalization has not only been a global topic but also become an important
and urgent issue in China.

The book is divided into three parts.

The first section * Regionality of Civilization and Related Architectural Theory’
has two chapters. Chapter One investigates the characteristics of Regionality in different
historical periods and different regions, from the perspectives of humanity, time and
space. Chapter Two undertakes a systematic research on Regionalism, Critical regional-
ism and related theories of Vernacular architecture and Genius Loci. The critical reinter-
pretation of these theories provides an important background for the study of ‘The Re-
gionality of Human Settlements’ in this book.

The second section of the thesis, named as ‘ The Regionality of Architecture and
Cities with Concept of Human Settlements’ , is constituted by three chapters. In Chap-
ter Three, by setting up the idea of Human Settlements, the research of regional identi-
ly is extended to the levels of architecture’ and ‘cities’ . Chapter Four investigates
the influential factors of Regionality of architecture and puts forward °Responsive De-
sign’ concept and ‘ Familiarization and Defamiliarization " method of design. Chapter
Five explores the historicity’ and ‘humanity’ of Regionality as well as reinterprets
the influential factors of cities’ Regionality.

The third section includes Chapter Six and Chapter Seven. In Chapter Six, a com-

parative research of architectural cultures in developing countries and regions provides



valuable references to the development of Chinese regions. Chapter Seven stresses the
two faces of one issue in this research. On the one hand, China has its own identity as a
whole, on the other hand, as a complex of nationalities, China also has various local
cultures. Therefore, Chinese regional identity is a complicated concept. In order to pro-
mote Chinese architectural culture, what is needed is not only an attitude of learning
from cultures of other countries but also a consciousness of carrying forward our tradi-
tional culture.

The book is concluded by summarizing the basic characteristics and several princi-
ples of Regional Architecture with Human Settlements concept.

In sum, Regional Architecture with Human Settlements concept is a trans-discipli-
nary subject with broad sense. The research of this subject has the characteristics of di-
achrong and mutual-action. As a basic characteristic of Regionality, Regional Architec-
ture in 21st century has to be regional, plural and trans-cultural, just like the global
vision at the turning point of the century, which is the complexities interwoven global-

ization with localization.
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
