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Preface

What and how should a constitution stipulate? This is one of the first and
basic issues in constitutional study. In our country, since the Constitution 1982
has been amended frequently, this issue has become more important and urgent.
However, as the issue belongs to the study of ought to be, the answer will change
with different people, different time and different place, and the answer can not
be only and any of the answer can not be the truth. What and how a constitution
stipulates in fact is the study of what it is. Be and ought to be are two sides of
one thing. Though it is impossible to conclude what and how the constitution
should prescribe from what and how it really does, the significance of the former
can not be neglected, and the answer to the former will help us to obtain an
overall understanding of the constitution. With the method of statistical analysis,
the value and comparative analysis, the paper studies one hundred and seven
constitutions of the world, centers on the area of what and how the constitution
prescribes. And the aim of the paper is to reveal the similarity and characters of
the written constitution text and then submit some suggestion on the text of our
constitution.

This book consists of seven chapters and is structured as follows:

The first chapter, namely introduction, mainly proposes the problems and
discusses the present state and method of the research. In addition, this part also
explains the object and variables and points out the difficulties and limitations.
Chapter 2 to chapter 6 is the part of statistical analysis on the forms and content of
the preambles to the constitutions, general principles, the fundamental rights and
duties of citizens, the structure of the state, the constitution revision and review
of constitutionality. The second chapter is about the numbers of words and
contents of the preamble. Chapter 3 focuses on the composition and form of the

general principles, the basic system and policy of the state and social. The next
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chapter is on the status, styles and content of the fundamental rights and duties of
citizens. The fifth chapter is about the structure of the state. Firstly researching
the categories and systems of the state structures, the paper then analyzes the
forms and content of the chief of state, legislature, administration and judicial
authority. Chapter 6 contains the patterns of review of constitutionality, the
location and the form, and the restrictions and procedure of the revision of
constitution.

The last chapter is the conclusion. Basing on the brief summery on the
characteristic of the 107 written constitutions, the writer reflects on the attribute of
the Constitution and our present constitution, reviewing the rationality and

deficiency and submitting some advice.
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
