Abstract

The “Annual Report on the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO)” is
edited by the Institute of Russian, East European and Central Asian Studies, Chinese
Academy of Social Sciences. This institute is one of the major research institutions
specialized in the study of Russian, East European and Central Asian affairs. Authurs of
this Development Report are all specialists and experts of major research institutions
related to SCO studies in China. The purpose of editing this book is to provide
necessary reference to relevant governmental departments in their work related to the
SCO, and to provide convenient ways for the public both in and out China to get more
information about SCO.

The research and analyses in this Development Report on the SCO was conducted
against the background of a complex international situation. It deals with the
development of the SCO in the past year from aspects of the international situation, the
internatioanl financial crisis, regional hot-spot issues, situation of its member states and
observer states and their relations with the SCO, the operation of non-governmental
organizations, and relevant research work on the SCO. The following conclusions can
be drawn from the findings of the scholars:

The year 2009 was an extraordinary year for the SCO. The international
envrionment for the SCO became more complicated, the international situations
underwent drastic changes, world power continued to shift, which led to the
readjustment of internatinoal relations and realignment of world power. The SCO and
its member states continued their active participation in internatinoal cooperation and
competition, and made their contributions to the political stability and economic
development of the region and the world as a whole. The SCO has attracted attention
from more and more countries, and has become one of the most influential and
constructive mechanisms in the Eurasian region.

With the spreading of the international financial crisis in the world, economies of
the SCO member states have also seen slow-down or decrease. Bilateral and multilateral
trade both slided and the scale of economic cooepration among them shrinked. Facing

all these difficulties, the SCO member states have taken active steps to cope with the



crisis by making up anti-crisis programs and taking measures according to the situation of
their own countries. Besides, through helping one another and coping with the crisis
together, the members of the SCO have shown the power of unity and strengthened
solidarity of the organization.

In 2009, the security cooperation among member states of the SCO further
deepened, which made great contribution to the region’s stability. The economic
cooperation in the orgnization saw great progress. The investment environment of the
member states gradually improved, and the areas of mutual investment gradually
expanded. There was obvious progress in the investment facilitation. The trade volume
between member states decreased, but they have become important trade partners of one
another, and the trade between member states accounts for a larger propotion in their
overall foreign trade.

Cultural and educational cooperation has become a new area and highlight in the
SCO cooperation. Prosperous and colorful cultural activities enhanced the mutual
understanding among the people of these countries. New measures of cooperation in
areas including youth activities, health, environmental protection, emergency relief,
information, IT, insurance were put forward, and satisfactory results were achieved.

Looking into the year 2010, in the more complex interantional situation, the SCO
is faced with both opportunities for further development and new challenges, but
generally speaking, the opportunities are greater than the challenges. The member states
are fully confident about the future development of the SCO.
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
