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Abstract

Along with the development of Yunnan economic society, the de-
mand of fund in rural development grows gradually, The lack of fund
and low efficiency of fund have become the primary factors in the new
rural reconstruction. Therefore, the vital problems are: how to evalu-
ate the achievements of the extant countryside policy — type financial
system, according to the concrete characteristic of Yunnan economic
society; how to find the constitutive contradictory of supply and de-

mand in agriculture; how to renew the movement pattern and develop-
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ment way of countryside policy — type bank. Solutions of these prob-
lems can make the fund to catalyse and conglutinate the flow of kind of
element of prodﬁction effectively, promote agricultural restructuring,
raise the synthesis production efficiency of agriculture, promote the
. persistence development of countryside, and construct harmonious new
countrysides.

This paper proposes a new mechanism to conformity Yunnan rural
finance system, according the new location in countryside policy -
type bank system’s movement pattern and development way, and it
proposes that the development of rural finance should take the contra-
dictory of supply and demand as foundation and take the policy - type
finance as the leadership. Therefore, this paper applies the evolved
gambling method, according to the initial condition of Yunnan eco-
nomic society, and uses the competition way to form the movement
pattern and development mechanism of countryside policy - type
bank. On the foundation of expands the policy - type investment, tak-
ing the rich investment yield as the guidance, it forms multiplier effect
of the Yunnan countryside policy — type finance investment. Thus it
advances the industrial production, adjusts the industrial structure,
and tamps the foundation of sustained development in agriculture.
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
