Stanley’s first ancestor to be born in the United
States was Jonathan Dunham, born in Newbury,

The Dunhams were involved in the oil industry.
Ralph and Ruth Armour were married in a home
on S. St. Francis, Wichita. They then opened The

v. &R, 7E
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Travelers’ Cafe on William
Street in downtown Wichita. The
business was sandwiched right
between the old firchouse and the
old Wichita City Hall. At age 8,
Stanley discovered his mother’s
body after she had committed
suicide. Following his mother’s
suicide, his father abandoned
the family and Stanley and his
older brother:
maternal grandparents in El Dorado, Kansas. A

Ralph, were sent to live with their

rebellious teenager, he punched his high school
principal and was kicked out of school, spending
some time drifting. Described as “gregarious,
friendly, impetuous, challenging and loud”, he was
a furniture salesman “who could charm the legs off a
couch”. Stanley married Madelyn on May 5, 1940.
During World War II, on January 18, 1942,
at Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, Stanley Dunham
enlisted as a private in the US Army. He served
with the 1830th Ordnance Supply and Maintenance
Company, Aviation. During D-Day, this unit helped
to support the 9th Air Force. They were deployed in
France six weeks after D-Day.
Stanley’s older brother Ralph, great-uncle to
Obama, landed at Normandy’s Omaha Easy Red

beach on J-Day plus four. Before the Invasion of
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
