Issues of agriculture, farmer and rural area were regarded as of
high importance for the country’ s economic and social development.
After fixing numerous policies to nurture agriculture, improve the life
of farmers and speed the development of rural areas, the central gov-
ernment pointed out during the 2004 Central Economic Work Confer-
ence that these issues were “the most important of all the important
works for the Party”. Meanwhile, the issues are also keys of the prac-
tice of scientific outlook on development and building a harmonious so-
ciety. And today, as the first mass medium in China; TV communica-
tion is a great favorite with farmers, so Chinese agriculture TV commu-
nication ought to catch this good chance and speed development. I be-
lieve that its development could bridge the gap between cities and rural
areas, integrate the different classes, bring about a remarkable change
in countryside and help our country to finish off the “issues of agricul-
ture, farmer and rural area”.

However, Chinese agriculture TV communication has so many
weaknesses that it couldn’t play an important part in the country’s e-
conomic and social development yet. On the one hand, our central
government, local governments and many concerning departments put
huge sum into the rural public service system for Radio and Television
just as to make the farmers and other people dwelling in rural areas re-
ceive more TV channels and enjoy the equitable TV service. On the
other hand, many people cannot receive more TV channels or the re-
ceivable TV signals are very poor qualities in some rural areas, so that
the farmers cannot enjoy the- good agricultural TV programs, nor en-



counter the useful programs that researchers believe the farmers could
benefit from. At the same time, some agriculture TV programs have
their own shortcomings, for example, their broadcasting time isn’t in
the time that the farmers could watch TV, or their contents are not in
accordance with the farmers, or their program forms cannot fit the
farmers’ taste, so that the farmers are unable to enjoy the programs,
even aren’t willing to view the programs.

Above all that, this paper has the idea that Chinese agriculture
TV communication ought to put the service for the agriculture, farmer
and rural area as its own bounden duty, and for the sake of the duty,
it must strive for bridge urban — rural gap and play an important part in
the great strategy of constructing the socialist new countryside and
building a socialist harmonious society. Meanwhile, this paper holds
the standpoint that the agriculture TV communication also ought to sat-
isfy the urban people’ s needs, so that jt could help to bring about a
kind of atmosphere that all of Chinese people must care about the “is-
sues of agriculture, farmer and rural area” and join in the practice of
resolving the issues together. For this object, the construction of the
long — acting mechanism is indispensable. At first, the government
must give various supports including the policy support, the economic
supports and the talent supports just as to speed the development of
Chinese agriculture TV communication because of its publication. In
the inner of the Chinese agriculture TV communication, the leaders
and researchers must construct and adopt the new evaluation indicator
system to assess every agriculture TV program and column. At the
same time, we must carry out a new talent strategy and bring forth new
ideas in the institution, promote the Chinese agriculture TV communi-
cation’ s sustainable development. This paper also holds the idea that
under the prosperous picture of the new media, the Chinese agriculture
TV communication must attach importance to its content goods’ diffu-

sion via the internet and other new media. At the end, under the



background of the folk image, this paper believes that the Chinese ag-
riculture TV communication ought to absorb the folk images that the
farmers compose because the farmers’ images have present the great
value, for example, they are the closest to the farmer’ every day life,
they have the most authentic prospect and the most unadorned beauty,
and this absorption will give the farmers an opportunity to put the sub-

jectivity into effect.
