Preface

During the thirty-two years since reform and opening-up policies were
implemented, Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools in high education
field has been growing at a relatively rapid speed. By April 13th, 2010, 1,218
organizations and projects of Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools have
been established with the support of the Ministry of Education, including about 150
organizations. They cover 26 provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities
directly under the Central Government in Mainland China, except only Tibet,
Qinghai, Sinkiang and a few other regions. Most of them are in the higher
education field. It is bound to be taking place under the background of the
economic globalization, higher education internationalization and the national
policy of making the higher education more accessible to the majority of young
people.

Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools in higher education has been
developing in a hard way over the past thirty years. Generally speaking, it is still
in the exploration period. In this course, progress is the key tone. A lot of
progresses have been achieved, including: innovate the school system and promote
the reforms in higher education; provide more education resources and satisfy
people’s various need for education; develop different talent-training patterns and
therefore provide many professionals for the economic and social development of
our nation. However, problems have been inevitably showing up on the way of
development, for instance, it is hard to guarantee that all the education resources
introduced from foreign countries are of the same sound level; the distribution of
cooperative programs is not reasonable regarding regions, subjects and courses;
teachers’ levels and qualities vary; the non-profit principle is not fully implemented
in the cooperation; there are some leaks in admission management; and the degree
authentication system leaves space for further improvement; some are poor at
quality so that the students and parents think that the large amount of tuition is not
worthwhile; some siudents and parents complain that foreign diploma and the

promise of going abroad for further study cannot be guaranteed, etc. These
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problems are unavoidable during the process of development. However, more
problems are not necessarily bad signs because no problems indicate no progresses.
Reforms, innovations and development are bound to get along with new problems
that are supposed to be solved instead of being avoided or shut out of the door.

Following the issue of Regulations of the People’s Republic of China on
Chinese-Foreign Cooperation in Running Schools by the State Council in 2003, the
Ministry of Education enacted the Implementation of the People’s Republic of China
on Chinese-Foreign Cooperation in Running Schools in 2004, Advice from the
Ministry of Education Regarding the Problems Arisen from Chinese-Foreign
Cooperation in Running Schools in 2006, Announcement from the Ministry of
Education to Further Regulate the Order of Chinese-Foreign Cooperation in
Running Schools in 2007, Announcement from the Ministry of Education to Carry
Qut the Assessment of Chinese-Foreign Cooperation in Running Schools in 2009,
so as to strengthen the legal management and improve the ability of running
cooperative schools. All of the progresses and achievements have indicated the
wisdom of the decision-making departments.

State Guidelines for Medium-to-long-term Education Reform and Development
Plan (2010—2020) was approved in an executive meeting of the State Council on
May Sth, 2010, indicating a new historical starting point and a new development
period of the Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools. It outlines the general
plan and claims the specific requirements of Chinese-foreign cooperation in running
schools. It points out that it is necessary to promote opening-up of education to the
outside world and strengthen international exchange and cooperation; develop
education reforms in our nation by taking advantage of advanced education theories
and experience so as to improve our competitiveness in the world; train a group of
talents with global views who are able to deal with international affairs and
competitions. We shall introduce education resources with high quality and attract
renowned foreign schools, education and research institutes as well as enterprises
to cooperatively set up teaching, practice and research institutes and projects. We
shall encourage schools of different levels to launch all kinds of international
exchanges and cooperation, with an aim to successfully run several pioneering
cooperative schools and projects; to seek various ways to make use of high-quality
education resources. It puts international cooperation in education into the category
of key programs by clearly claiming to “support a group of pioneering Chinese-

foreign cooperative schools”. Obviously, our nation has determined to further open
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up education to the outside world. Just as Haoping, Vice Minister of Ministry of
Education, pointed out at the closing ceremony of the Fourth Chinese-foreign
University President Forum (May 4th, 2010), “ Universities are supposed to
adapt to the internalization trend, having more cooperation in running schools,
training talents and innovating technology in different fields and different levels. At
present, “to some extent, the meaning of Chinese-foreign cooperation in running
schools is not only a success of a case or a school, but also an important part of the
opening-up course of our national education.” ( “Speech at the Assessment
Meeting of Chinese-foreign Cooperation in Running Schools” on March 2nd, 2010
by Zhang Xiugin, Director of the International Cooperation and Exchange
Department of Ministry of Education) Now we are facing important historical
opportunities as well as challenges, for example, how can we train innovative
talents that are urgently demanded in our development by Chinese-foreign
cooperation; how can we innovate in systems, means and talent-training
patterns; etc.

How do we run Chinese-foreign cooperative schools in the new circumstances?
It is important to build up the idea of running schools according to law and set up
the crisis and quality sense. We should give priority to quality of talent-training so
as to develop sustainably. In other words, in the next decade, the policy trend of
Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools is to improve quality and realize
sustainable development. What is sustainable development? We should do it
healthily and orderly by applying to laws.

To achieve sustainable development, we have to study and follow certain rules.

On May 27th, 2010, 1 was invited to make a keynote speech at the
“International Forum on Chinese-Foreign Cooperation in Running Schools or 11th
AUAP Learning and Sharing Foram” co-held by Education Department of Henan
Province and AUAP, with a title of “State Guidelines for Medium-to-long-term
Education Reform and Development Plan and the Sustainable Development of
Chinese-foreign Cooperation in Running Schools”. In this speech, 1 pointed out
that there were two basic rules in Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools.
They can be presented as follows:

First, it has to adapt to and serve the overall reform and development of our
nation. In the next decade, the realization of well-to-do society is our overall goal.
In order to achieve sustainable development, any organization and project of

Chinese-foreign cooperation has to get with this goal and make plans accordingly.
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Second, it has to adapt to and serve the development and growth of students.
How can we achieve it? Any organization and project of Chinese-foreign
cooperation must have explicit talent-training goals; introduce and use high-quality
education resources from other countries, including curriculum, teaching
materials, teaching philosophy, teaching management system, evaluation system
and personnel fostering patterns; build up and gradually improve quality security
system and its operating regime.

But how do we further implement the policies of “ opening wider to the outside
world, standardization of running schools, exercising administration according to
law and promoting its development” confirmed in the Regulations of the People’s
Republic of China on Chinese-foreign Cooperation in Running Schools by the State
Council and push forward the establishment of “ Two Platforms and Two
Systems” ©? How do we keep on introducing, absorbing and using high-quality
education resources? How do we improve our innovative ability? How do we guard
the legal benefit of our students and other relative bodies? How do we develop an
administration system with the collective efforts of the school runners, the society
and the government? How do we set up a quality criteria and a security system on
Chinese-foreign cooperation in running schools which enjoys rather widespread
social credibility? How do we understand and implement the general plan and
specific requirements listed in the State Guidelines for Medium-to-long-term
Education Reform and Development Plan? These are important problems facing us
theoretical and practical educators who have the responsibility of studying them and
trying to solve them as soon as possible.

We have been keeping our eyes on the study of the Chinese-foreign
cooperation in running schools in the higher education field, achieving some
accomplishments, such as hosting national social science fund key subject of
education, major project of Arts Base of Ministry of Education, key subject of
Ministry of Education, social science planned project of Fujian Province, in terms
of its theories and practices, history and future, policy trend and quality control,
development strategy and talent-training pattern, its effect on pushing forward our

national development and the cooperation on higher education between the
