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Tradition comes from creativity, as does national character: Today’s creation will be tomorrow’s tradition. A vital nation is never contented with
its past glory. It never rests in creating new, modern art, both shelved works(paintings, sculptures, etc.) and non - shelved works.

concepts and so on, which are generally defined as  Post - Modern Art .

Post - Modern Art, is Art which opposes Art; it is both contrary to and at the same time the reflection of traditional = shelved art.

From the classic period to the modern shelved art has gradually realized its independence (referring to its separation from its role as mere decoration
for household objects), self - determination (referring to its liberation from its role as a form of illustration for religions, politics, philosophy), and
purism (referring to its breaking away from its role imitating reality). Post - Modern Art, however, has taken the opposite course.

It breaks down the wall. (which was so difficult to build) between art and non-art. It lies beyond the boundaries of art, erasing the A_Es,s_&
between art and non-art. It even melts away at art’s independence, self - determination and purism. Moreover , it emphasizes that life is art, as long
as we approach it with an artistic attitude. This so - called ~ Post - Modern Art is  Post - Shelved Art , or  Post-Art .

Non - shelved art doesn’t mean the end of shelved art. On the contrary , it has infused shelved art with new life and furthermore has created
many new fields on the edge of both shelved art and non -shelved art, such as Pop-Art, Extreme Miniaturization, Photo - Realism, Synthetic materi-

, Sub - Installation, Boundary Painting, Boundary Sculpture:----

So, Duchamap extended art’s space rather than changing its direction. He brought about art’s renewal rather than its destruction. He invited art’s

energy rather than announcing its death. \
If we are still confident in our own creativity then we have no reason to avoid non -shelved art.

Our purpose in editing this series of books is to selectively present the creative works of Chinese artists working in the non - shelved art field and
those working on the border hetween shelved and non - shelved art.

Creativity means being different. It also includes the meaning of keeping our own independent style in the face of Western Patterns.
In China, these artists are avant - garde.
