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The responses to all Speaking tasks are digitally recorded and sent to ETS’s Online Scoring
Network. The responses from each test taker are scored by at least three different human raters. In
addition, some of the tasks are scored by two raters in order to check the reliability of the ratings.
The response for each task is rated on a scale of 0 to 4 according to the standards (rubrics). The
average of all six ratings is converted to a scaled score of 0 to 30.

Raters evaluate the test taker’s ability in topic development, delivery, and language use. For
topic development, raters consider whether the test taker has addressed the task and conveyed
relevant information. They also consider whether the test taker has effectively synthesized and
summarized the information in the integrated tasks. Raters evaluate if the delivery of the response
is clear and smooth, and whether the delivery is consistent throughout the response for overall
intelligibility. Lastly, raters evaluate the range and accuracy of the test taker’s vocabulary and
grammar.
