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PILOT CITIES IN CHINA’S URBAN ECONOMIC REFORM
AND OPENING TO THE OUTSIDE WORLD

At the spring tide of China’s reform and opening to the
outside world, strong cities, counties and enterprises are emerg-
ing in large numbers. So it’s a significant matter to collect the
information about these cities, counties and enterprises and pub-
lish a set of the Big Powers of China in Economic Strength, in
order to give personalities of various circles both at home and
abroad a chance to see the graceful bearing of various big powers
in China economy.

City is the product of the development of social productive
force at a certain stage. The modernization of human society can
be reflected more specifically and completely in cities. During
the past 16 years of reform and opening to the outside world,
Chinese cities have achieved great progress which has been the
focus of world attention. It is expected that these cities will have
a bright future.

In order to promote the social and economic development of
cities in China, the State Statistical Bureau, together with rele-
vant departments under the state Council, established in 1992
China Evaluation Center on the Economic and Social Develop-
ment of Cities or China City Evaluation Center for short
(CCEC) . Based on the principle of the new national economic
accounting system, the Center made a systematic and quantia-

tive evaluation on the cities using the method of multivariate



analysis. The evaluation has divided city’ s many aspects into four first — level subsys-
tems — — population and labor force, economy, social affair, environment and
infrastrucure. Each of the four first — level subsystems is further divided into second —
level subsystems — — scale, efficiency, growth rate, structure and level. Under the second
—level subsystems, some groups of representative indicators are selected to formulate
the third — level subsystems. The evaluation indicator system is composed of 104
indicators.

CCEC has consulted extensively on the determination of the indicator system and
the perfection of evaluation methods with many experts in the fields of economy,
society, city construction, planning, and environment, etc. the Center evaluated 187
cities and has selected 50 cities with strong comprehensive strength and 40 with excel-
lent environment for investment. On December 17, 1992, the Center held a press con-
ference in Beijing and announced the evaluation result. This conference has caused a big
sensation both at home and a broad.

As our country is in the process of transforming into a new system from the old,
the mission of the reform is to set up and perfect sensitive and effective system of social-
ist market economy. This is an arduous mission. To achieve the mission, we need to
change our traditional ideas, to formulate a mechanism of socialist market system, to
foster and perfect a multi — aspect market system including commodity, finance, labor
service, technology, and information markets, so as to speed up and guide the transfor-
mation of medium — and large — sized enterprises fitting in the market economy.

Facing the arduous task of achieving such reform, the city, an important factor in
setting up a modern system in China’s economy, will updoubtedly undertake it.

In the urban reform and opening — ups it is required to form the new strategy for
the development and a new model of economic reconstruction, and remould the overall
urban structure and various functional agencies. The city will once again perform its im-
portant role in the reform and opening up as the forward position.

We firmly believe that the publication of the city volume of the Big Powers of Chi-
na in Economic Strength will provide an important Chance of understanding between
China and the world, and will bring about new achievements in economic and other
fields’ cooperation, it will also make great contributions to all — round thriving of the

city and all — round development of national economy.

City in North China

Located in the Northeast part of the North China
Plain, Tianjin City is one of the three municipalities direct-
WEHIL BES wK Kig ly under the Central Government and is the seaside openm
international port city.

Since ancient times, Tianjin has been the international
trade port and industrial and commerecial city of Mainland China which is only inferior to Shanghai. Tianjin
Port is the largest artificial port of our country, possessing 37 berths which can handle over 10 thousand
tons freight, annual handling capacity exceeding 30 million tons, and having business relationships with
more than 300 countries and regions. The basic facilities in Tianjin are complete, with advanced postal
service and telecommunication equipment and has formed the large transportation system taking the port
as the center and merging the sea, land and air into a whole. The industry departments in Tianjin are
complete, possessing comprehensive strength and wide cooperations. In 1993, the total national production
value of the entire city surmounted 50 billion yuan; the total output value of industry fulfilled 124. 7 bil-
lion yuan. Tianjin is rated at the top of “the Top Fifty Chinese Cities of Comprehensive Strength and of
the Top Forty Cities of Excellent Investment Environment” .
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
