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Abstract

This book deals with two major parts; sur-
veys on aesthetic attitudes and experiments on aes-
thetic cognition and experience. It is a collection of
results of several research projects aiming at stud-
ying aesthetic psychology about contemporary Chi-
nese through empirical analysis. Thirty-three
thousand, four hundred and eighty subjects of
thirty-one different groups of professions from
eighteen hundred and sixty places participated in
the surveys, ranging from government employees,
managers, workers, businessmen, teachers,
students, doctors, researchers, police, and farm-
ers to self~employed. Subjects of the experiments
included teachers and students of all levels. These
studies on aesthetic psychology are a reflection of a-
chievernents made by researchers of China Southwest
University during 1999 to 2009 and are also, to some
extent, representations of the development of empiri-
cal researches on aesthetic issues in China. All these
attempts should be helpful in showing a way to con-
duct empirical studies on problems of both aesthetics

and social sciences by use of multi-methodology.
