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Research and Suggestions on Urbaniza-

Abstract After the study of issues as the
rapid global urbanization, the appearance
of mega-cities, the complex urban prob-
lems, etc. , and integrated with the prac-
tical experience of urbanization with Chi-
nese characteristics for so many years,
the authors put forward seven sugges-
tions on urbanization approach with Chi-
nese characteristics: 1. Exploring the
local pattern of urbanization. 2. Estab-
lishing the connection among large and
medium-sized cities from regional per-
spective. 3. Dealing with the relationship
between construction land and non-con-
struction land carefully. 4. Actively pro-
tecting and comprehensively creating the
urban culture for urban renaissance.
5. Creating good environment of human
settlement. 6. Integrating urban and
rural area and guarantee the benefit of
suburbs. 7. Developing township econo-
my and promoting the integrated develop~
ment of country territory.
