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PREFACE

In 1980 and 1987 1 published two collections of photographic works, each
representing what I felt to be my most satisfactory efforts up to the time.

Ten years have passed since my last book, but my love for photography
has only grown. However, what satisfied me yesterday no longer does so today, and 1
have found myself exploring ever new themes and approaches.

New works are piling up,
though the effort has proved more difficult than I anticipated.

Even the masters produce few works which endure. To say so is not to defend my
shortcomings in photographic art, but it does give me some comfort. The more my inner
eye matures, the more acutely have I become aware that too many of the items selected for
this new collection do not live up to expectations. These photographs do, however, serve
to express a personal message.
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
