I:IC] The f1rst animals Wlth true backbones Were the flshes, flrst known in the rocks of 375 mllhon years
ago. About 300 million years ago the amphlblans, the anlrnals able to live both on land and in water,
appeared. They were giant, sometimes 8 feet long, and many of them lived in the swampy pools in
which our coal seam, or layer, formed.  The amphibians gave rise to the reptiles and for nearly 150
million years these were the pnnc1pal forms of life on land, in the sea, and in the air.
