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Abstract

economy as well as related study of the vital subjects. This book, with professor Li
Jiangtao & Liu Jianghua, president & deputy president of GZASS, as the editor-in-
chief, embodies newest achievements of experts and scholars from research institutes,
universities and government departments. This research includes 6 parts, that is,
general review, development of central city, industrial economy, regional economy,
land and environment economy, population and labour economy etc. , and contains 24
reports or theses in all.

In 2009, confronted with the assault of global financial crisis, Guangzhou reacted
calmly and took a series of measures to stimulate growth and adjust structure with the
support from the national policy of keeping economic growth and expanding domestic
demand, namely, increase investment on infrastructure significantly, enhance
independent innovation ability and optimize the industrial structure, and meanwhile,
help enterprises to overcome the difficulty, improve people’s livelihood and welfare,
construct the urban environment. All these measures effectively curbed the downturn of
economic growth which has picked up evidently in view of the overall situation. In
2010, despite the improved macroeconomic environment and the positive factors such
as Asian Games demand-pull, there are still some uncertainties such as a dim future on
the prospects of external demand, increasing imported inflation and the changes in
economic policy. Guangzhou should continue to focus on the work of planning and
promoting key projects, speed up the structural adjustment and the innovation capability
enhancement, make efforts to build modern industrial system, actively expand
consumption, improve the social security system to ensure continuous improvement of
people’s livelihood, mobilize the forces of all walks of life to organize actively an
exciting Asian Games. It is estimated that GDP of Guangzhou will grow by about 12%
in 2010.
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
