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Even if You’ve Got It, Do Not Flaunt It

Contrary to what your suave TOEFL iBT instructor would have you believe, a test-
taker's writing score is rarely proportional to the number of pompous, awe-
inspiring words he/she can flaunt. More often than not, a deliberate overdose of
such words simply ruins the vibe of reading a TOEFL essay. A sound grasp of the
nuances that words and phrases carry, finesse in varying sentence patterns,
subtlety in developing lines of reasoning and competence in constructing cogent

essays are the elements that really maximize one’s TOEFL iBT writing score.

Accordingly, The Spectrum of the Skills That TOEFL iBT Writing Requires consists
of four discrete modules that are geared toward those intrinsically interwoven

skills. Specifically, it is intended to meet the following criteria:

a) Distilling the English writing lexicon into a concise list of words and phrases
that are most commonly used in TOEFL iBT essays. This volume trains the

readers in proper diction ( word choice and usage) as well.

b) Instilling good sentence sense and equipping the readers with a toolkit (. e.
essential conjunctions, transitional phrases and key sentence structures) to

write reasonably complex sentences naturally, clearly and fast.

c) Making an earnest attempt to train the readers to construct tightly-focused
paragraphs with highly specific instructions, ample samples and abundant

exercises.

d) Supplying copious model essays written by the author for readers to learn from
but at the same time discouraging mere reproduction and the use of trite or
stereotyped expressions. Additionally, the phrasing of the model essays

should be deliberately not-so-polished to cater to the realistic need of the
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majority of Chinese candidates.

Even though this book is primarily devised as a self-study guide, TOEFL iBT
instructors will also find it helpful as a supplementary reading in their TOEFL-prep
classrooms. Students can be encouraged to read and re-read this tome, make
notes throughout and become better acquainted with what a TOEFL iBT essay

rater would expect from them.

Granted, finding the right words, phrases, sentence patterns and essay
structures for a TOEFL iBT essay may always remain a painstaking hunt, not unlike
looking for the Holy Grail. Still, | hope this publication can effectively help the
Chinese candidates of the TOEFL iBT Essay Test convey their thoughts with
improved ease and clarity.
