Believe it or not, optical illusion can cut highway crashes. Japan is a case in
point. It has reduced automobile crashes on some roads by nearly 75 percent using
a simple optical illusion. Bent stripes, called chevrons, painted on the roads make
drivers think that they are driving faster than they really are, and thus drivers slow
down.

Now the American Automobile Association Foundations for Traffic Safety in
Washington D. C. is planning to repeat Japan’s success. Starting next year, the
foundation will paint chevrons and patterns of stripes on selected roads around the
country to test how well the patterns reduce highway crashes.

Excessive speed plays a major role in as much as one fifty of all fatal traffic ac-
cidents, according to the foundation. To help reduce those accidents, the founda-
tion will conduct its test in area where speed-related hazards are the greatest—
curves, exist slopes, traffic circles, and bridges.

Some studies suggest that straight, horizontal bars painted across roads can
initially cut the average speed of drivers in half. However, traffic often return to
full speed within months as drivers become used to seeing the painted bars.

Chevrons, scientists say, not only give drivers the impression that they are
driving faster than they really are but also make a lane appear to be narrower. The

Most people would agree that, although our age exceeds all previous ages in
knowledge, there has been no corresponding increase in wisdom. But agreement
ceases as soon as we attempt to define “wisdom” and consider means of promoting
it.

There are several factors that contribute to wisdom. Of these I should put first
a sense of promotion: the capacity to take account of all the important factors in a
problem and to attach each its due weight. This has become more difficult than it
used to be owing to the extent and complexity of the special knowledge required of
various kinds of technicians. Suppose, for example, that you are engaged in re-
search in scientific medicine. The work is difficult and is likely to absorb the whole
of your mind. You have no time to consider the effect that your discoveries or in-
ventions may have outside the field of medicine. You succeed (let us say) as mod-
ern medicine has succeeded, in enormously lowering the infant death rate, not only
in Europe and America, but also in Asia and Africa. This has the entirely unin-
tended result of making the food supply inadequate and lowering the standard of life
in the parts of the world that have greatest population. To take an even more dra-
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matic example, which is in everybody’s mind at the present time: you study. the
makeup of the atom from a disinterested desire for knowledge, and by chance
place in hands of a powerful mad man the means of destroying the human race.

Therefore, with every increase of knowledge and skill, wisdom becomes more
necessary, for such every increase augments our capacity for realizing our purposes,
and therefore augments our capacity of evil, if our purposes are unwise.
