In winter he lost 500 thousand men
when he invaded Russian in 1812. The British, Prussians, Austrians and Russians entered
Pairs. They sent him to rule the island of Elba in the Mediterranean. He collected his army
and came back to Pairs. He was soon defeated again. In 1815, at the battle of Waterloo he
was sent to the island of St Helena in the south Atlantic. He died in 1821.

The war began in Europe. It took place between the Axis powers ( Germany, Italy and
Japan ) and the Allies { Britain, France , and later the USSR and the USA). In Asia China and
many other countries were also involved in the war, fighting against the aggression of Japan.

At that time under the Hitler and Nazis, Germany invaded and took control of some Eu-
ropean. The Allies wanted 10 keep German power growing in this way. In 1939 when Ger-
man troops entered Poland , Britain declared war on Germany.

After that German air force attacked Britain repeatedly but was not successful. In 1941
Germany invaded Russia. At the same year Japan attacked Pear] Harbor, an action which
brought the US into the war.

In 1942, Japan expanded its control over Asia but was later checked by Allied forces in
the pacific, and at the battle of El Alamein, Allies forces started to defeat Italy and Germa-
ny. In 1943 the Allies forces attacked Italy and Russian forces started to move on. Germany
from the east. With the Normandy landings, the Allies began to defeat Germany in Europe.
In May 1948 Hitler killed himself and the Allies, took control of Germany. A few months
later, Japan was defeated and the war was over.
