Chinese Paintings! Chinese Creation!

Chinese paintings need to show the personalities of the artists. But any
personalized production is derived from the sincere and precious feelings. The sky for
imagination is so wide that it can go back to thousands of years ago and it can reach
the whole world. But the origin of imagination should be what is expected, needed,
desired or what is disliked, despised or hated in life. Only in this way can imagination
originate from life but above life, with both its uniqueness and reasonability. In a
word, the possession of the truth.

Chinese arts need to cover various kinds of interdisciplinary subjects. The artist 1s
required to know something on each field. The artist blends his feelings with the
sceneries to convey the charms of the nature to the audience. But the perfect realm
probably refers to the situation that the author and the objective are interchangeable.
The abandonment of discrimination between the self and the objective should be
cherished for artists all the time. Why don’t we artists grasp any inspiration and try to
indulge into the feelings described by Zhuang Zi when he dreamed of becoming a
butterfly and finally couldn’t distinguish between the dream and the reality.

Chinese paintings and calligraphy should absorb the essence of other arts. Only
through practice can the skills and experience be learnt and grasped by the artist. Good
works can be created by lots of thinking and practicing. The style of stream of
consciousness could be bravely applied with the contrasts and contradiction between the
memory and the present in time series. A totally new perspective can be presented with
S new ideas and particular creations.

Chinese paintings need much nutrition whose ingredients include both China’s
and the international appreciation standards and values for traditional arts as well as
contemporary arts. The unique production from China, an over—five —thousand —year
old nation, thus originates from all these ideas.

Only with Chinese characteristics can the paintings become national. Only what
belongs to the nation can be of international. The exchange of arts cannot be bounded
by the nationalities. Arts belong to the whole world. In other words, only the
international is permanent and can be preserved over centuries. The new era demands
a new spirit of creation. We should create our own famous brands, unique works and
establish artist resources by our new art values, skills and thought.
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
