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Introduction

This article take CaiDiaoli as the research object, comprehensively and
thoroughly studied this book’s editor, edition, the value of literature, choosing
poems’ origin, the arrangement style, compiling idea and so on. The full text
divides four chapters:

First chapter is editor and edition research. First, texually researched the
editor WeiHu’s biography and CaiDiaoJi’s written time. The conclusion is that
WeiHu stemming from JingZhaoWeiShi, lived the year approximately from
884AD and 960AD. CaiDiaoJi was in circulation after 943AD and before
960AD. Next, textual research and narrated CaiDiaolJi’s edition situation and the
source and course. The author altogether narrated 34 kinds of edition, and had
made the exhaustive textual research to more important edition, like the extant
earliest block-printed book, Ming ShenChunze printed book. All of the senior
scholar thought this edition was printed in one ear of Ming LongQing. The author
drawed the conclusion after textually researches that this edition’s accurate
publicate time was Ming WanLi 46 year (1619AD) . XingMinChiFuShi and
LuXiangYuFuXiGong respectively were QianQianyi and Qianl.ongti. Moreover,
the author found that CaiDiaoJi of Mao JiGuGe edition had the massive
modification to the original edition. The conclusion is that although JiGuGe
edition is the well corrected edition, but departed from the Song dynasty block-
printed edition. The ChuiYunTang edition is the most approached the Song
dynasty block-printed edition original face.

Second chapter, literature value research. First, textuall researches the
poems in CaiDiaoJi whose signatures were different from other editions. Next,
textually researched the poem’s unusual characters by classification. Third,

collected and researched lost poems that preserved in CaiDiaoli.
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Third chapter, book editing’s process research. First, researched the origin
of CaiDiaoli’s choosing oems. The author thought its choosing source were all
the kind of writing editions before it, including various anthology writing editions
and the transcript, each kind of tang poem transcript, including each kind of
intercourse between poet’s poems writing edition, also had other people to
compile the transcript, as well as each kind of clump copies and so on. Next,
analyzed CaiDiaoli’s arranging style. Had discussed three questions emphatically.
One, CaiDiaolidid not choose DuFu’s poems was because DuFu’s poems
generally were approved at large in the late Tang and the five dynasties. Two,
CaiDiaolJi divides the poem’s style into three kinds, namely the ancient style, the
nowadays style, the mixed style. The mixed style including the YueFu, GeXing,
ZaTi, QiLiangTi and so on. This had manifested the people’s poem style idea at
the end of Tang and the five dynasties as well as WeiHu. Three, CaiDiaoli
followed a principle that was in the arrangement was the same literature style, the
similar theme, the closed style.

Fourth chapter, compiling idea research. First, analyzed the receiving and
passing relationship between CaiDiaoJi and YouXuanl}i. The author thought the
former had the development and the promotion on the latter’s foundation. Next,
analyzed CaiDiaolJi’s choosing idea of CiLi and YunGao. The author thought this
book took the refined language as the ost important standard, and the overtake
rhyme as the auxiliary standard. Finally, analyzed the relations between
CaiDiaoJi and the three kind of poem style at the end of Tang and the five
dynasties that including Zong Bai style, Wen Li style, Yao Jia style. The author
thought WeiHu had accept and reject to all these three kind of style and this

understanding and the manner materialized the editor’s esthetic standard.
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
