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Abstract

China’s Charity work has continuously developed in 2009. The general public and
charity organizations have shown consistent and increasing fervor in the work. The
number of professional workers in charity organizations has continued to expand and
their ability has been strengthened. The social donation has been increasing steadily.
After the largest scale of charity donation actions taken place in 2008, the amount of
social donation in 2009 still reached 33. 2 billion. More and more people have begun to
understand the common practice and the objective rule of charity business. The work is
done in a more rational way and its policy, regulations and measures taken have been
improved after experiencing twists and turns and clashes. At the moment, the chief
problem affecting the development of charity business in China is still being its under-
development. There is a need to promote the development of charity donation, charity
culture, charity organizations, policies and regulations, volunteer services, etc.

The needs in China’s economic and social development in its transitional period
have determined the inevitably rapid development of charity business. It provides a
historical chance and requires the society-r as a whole, including the government, to
strengthen a2 common cognition and understanding in order to sum up the existing
experiences and confirm the acquired achievements rather than moving one’s steps
around the same place, wasting time and resources.

China should form a system to develop its modern charity business. It needs to
promote the transformation in the style of charity production in its basic supporting
system; such as the registration, and professionalization of charity organization,
development of charity business, tax preference in donation, charity statistics, the
application and handling of charity property, the collection and study and analysis of
charity information, the evaluation of charity institutions and programs.

There is a need to speed up the establishment of laws relating to charity in order to
develop modern charity business. In 2009, the Ministry of Civil Affairs drafted a charity
business law and presented to the State Council for approval. “Regulation of Jiangsu
Province for Promoting Charity Business” has been published and implemented. Charity

regulations were drafted in Shanghai, Hunan, Ningbo and other provinces and



municipalities. It indicates that the legislation on charity business has come to a new
stage that there are pushes coming both from the central and local government. In the
mean time, the charity organizations have strengthened cooperation among the industry,
They have started interaction to the government regarding tax deduction policy and
certain regulations.

The development of charity business in China has increasingly maintained close
relations with international society. Chinese charity organizations have participated
international charity activities. At the same time, the charity organizations and charity
activities in Hongkong and Taiwan, as well as charity business done by the Chinese
globally have all demonstrated the vitality of Chinese charity business.

A number of problems have appeared in charity business in 2009. such as; the
government supported charity organizations failed to have a sound system, a mechanism
for the government to purchase social services from the charity organizations is absent,
the laws and regulations concerning charity business is incomplete, there is a lack of
general awareness in social charity and an appropriate attitude on wealth, the professional
level of charity organization is not high enough, the ability to develop charity programs
and provide social services is insufficient, the scale and level of charity business are not
performed to the full extent as to supplement its function in social security. All those
problems have revealed the immature side of China’s modern charity business at its
primary stage. However, on the other hand, it also shows the need of making the goal

persistently promote, foster and develop the charity business.
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
